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USING YOUR TURBO MITE
Unfold the cart frame.

Place next to your kayak, canoe, or SUR
about a foot behind the center. Lift the
bow of the boat and rotate until the
boat is above the cart.

Gently lower the boat to the cart. Use
provided straps to secure the boat to
the cart.

Once to the water, you can take off the
wheels and fold the frame for storage
in the boat.

Slip on the wheel, valve
stem facing out. Insert the
cotter pin into the hole at
the end of the axle. Flip
O-ring over the end of the
axle to lock tire in place.
